 Latin translation of the Hebrew and Greek text
completed by Saint Jerome around the year 400 AD.

JOHN WYCLIFFE

st complete word-for-word translation of Bible from
Latin into English.

* Translation completed around 1380.

WILLIAM TYNDALE

* st complete translation of New Testament from
Greek into English.

 Died prior to completing translation of Old
Testament from Hebrew into English.

MILES COVERDALE

« Completed a translation of the entire Bible into
English in 1535.

* Produced the Great Bible - The Great Bible was the
first English translation authorised to be read in the
Church of Englad.

« King James | in 1604 authorised this project.

1. God uses His words to teach us. @

RS 2:1-15

1 But you should talk in a way that is consistent
with sound teaching. 2 Tell the older men to be
sober, dignified, sensible, and healthy in
respect to their faith, love, and patience.

3 Likewise, tell the older women to be reverent
In their behaviour, teaching what is good,
rather than being gossips or addicted to heavy
drinking.

Show integrity, seriousness, 8 and a sound
message that is above criticism when you teach,
so that any opponent will be ashamed because
they won’t find anything bad to say about us.
