We must concern ourselves to please God, to
love God, and be loyal to Him.

How?
1) Crucify the flesh! Tame it each time it tries to control your desires

and decisions.
Romans 8:13 For if you live according to the flesh you will die, but if by the

Sptrit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live.

2. Live by faith in the Son of God who loved you and gave himself for

you. »

3. Have a personal working relationship with the Holy Spirit — the
struggle between our flesh and our born-again spirit is real. But so is the
presence of the Holy Spirit in you.

Gal. 5:16 But | say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the
flesh.

4. Discard your old thoughts that you learn from Satan.

Romans 12:1-2 - | appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God,
to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which
IS your spiritual worship. Do not be conformed to this world, but be
transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by testing you may discern
what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and perfect.




5. Enter the narrow gate.

Matthew 7:13 “Enter by the narrow gate. For the gate is wide and the way is
easy that leads to destruction, and those who enter by it are many.

6. Be a part of Christ's church not as a visitor or a tenant but as a family.
