1 Corinthians 12:12-13 

12 Just as a body, though one, has many parts, 

but all its many parts form one body, so it is with 

Christ. 

13 For we were all baptized by one Spirit so as to 

form one body—whether Jews or Gentiles, slave 

or free—and we were all given the one Spirit to 

drink.

for [the defense of] the faith which was once for 
all handed down to the saints [the faith that is 
the sum of Christian belief that was given

· 1 Cor 12:13 tell us that we are BAPTISED by one 
Spirit 

· Baptism signifying the death, burial and 
resurrection (Col 2:12) 

 



 

C. 7 Unities 

· 1 Cor 8:6 - yet for us there is but one God, the 
Father, from whom all things came and for whom 
we live; and there is but one Lord, Jesus Christ, 
through whom all things came and through 
whom we live. 

· He is the Father of all – Jews and Gentile 
believers alike (Ephesians 2) 

· He has called us to unity not uniformity.  Yet we 
are reminded that we worship the same God

AMP: with all humility [forsaking self-

righteousness], and gentleness   

[maintaining self-control]

Other Bible translations: 

NLT: Be patient with each other, making 

allowance for each other’s faults because 

of your love 

 



D. Maintaining the Unity 

i. Romans 8:5-11  

5 Those who live according to the flesh have 

their minds set on what the flesh desires; but 

those who live in accordance with the Spirit have 

their minds set on what the Spirit desires. 

6 The mind governed by the flesh is death, but 

the mind governed by the Spirit is life and peace.  



D. Maintaining the Unity 

i. Romans 8:5-11  

7 The mind governed by the flesh is hostile to 

God; it does not submit to God’s law, nor can it 

do so. 

8 Those who are in the realm of the flesh cannot 

please God.  

 



D. Maintaining the Unity 

i. Romans 8:5-11  

9 You, however, are not in the realm of the flesh 

but are in the realm of the Spirit, if indeed the 

Spirit of God lives in you. And if anyone does not 

have the Spirit of Christ, they do not belong to 

Christ. 

10 But if Christ is in you, then even though your 

body is subject to death because of sin, the Spirit 

gives life because of righteousness.  

 



D. Maintaining the Unity 

i. Romans 8:5-11  

11 And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from 

the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ 

from the dead will also give life to your mortal 

bodies because of his Spirit who lives in you. 

 



D. Maintaining the Unity 

ii. Romans 8:12-14  

12 Therefore, brothers and sisters, we have an 

obligation—but it is not to the flesh, to live 

according to it. 

13 For if you live according to the flesh, you will 

die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the 

misdeeds of the body, you will live. 

14 For those who are led by the Spirit of God are 

the children of God.

ii. 1 Peter 1:22 - Now that you have purified 

yourselves by obeying the truth so that you have 

sincere love for each other, love one another 

deeply, from the heart 

    1 Peter 2:17 - Respect everyone, and love the 

family of believers. Fear God, and respect the 

king 



E. Why keep the unity? 

John 17:20-23 

20 “My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for 

those who will believe in me through their message, 

21 that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are 

in me and I am in you. May they also be in us so that 

the world may believe that you have sent me. 

22 I have given them the glory that you gave me, 

that they may be one as we are one— 

 



E. Why keep the unity? 

John 17:20-23 

23 I in them and you in me—so that they may be 

brought to complete unity. Then the world will know 

that you sent me and have loved them even as you 

have loved me. 
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
