THE GOD WHO HEALS & RESTORE:  

Jehovah-Rapha 

 Synonyms of the word ‘’heals’’ are: 

1. Settles – He settled Jacob in Laban’s house for 
twenty years 

2. Reconcile: 

  God restored over 20 years of soured 
relationship between Esau & Jacob in one day.

 *       God can mend/heal your broken             
 relationship/home/business, etc. 

 He reconciled us to the father - 1 Timothy 2:5 ‘’For 
there is one God and one mediator between God 
and mankind, the man Christ Jesus’’. 

 We have become an instrument of reconciliation   
2 Cor 5:17-20

3. Restore / Rebuilds: God’s healing can be in 
form of restoration / rebuilding 

 To bring back to normal what has become 
abnormal. 

 He made the bitter water sweet – Exodus 15:22-26 

 God can change a stony-heart 

    Ezekiel 36:26, Gen 32:24-30. 

 The lost can be found by God- Luke 15:11-32, 2
