He is trust-WORTHY 

Where is your trust today? 

• He is holy – there is no imperfection 
in Him (1 John 1:5; Psalm 5:4) 

• He is truth and there is no lie in Him 
(Numbers 23:19-20, Revelations 21:5) 

• He is unchanging                                   
(Hebrews 13:8; James 1:17) 



He is trust-WORTHY 

Where is your trust today? 

• He is omniscient - He knows all 
things (Hebrews 4:13; Psalm 44:21) 

• He is just – He is always fair 
(Deuteronomy 32:3-4) 

• He is sovereign – always in control 
(Psalm 103:19; 1 Chronicles 29:11-12) 



You need to: 

Story of Abram Genesis 12  

• Know Him, and His name – Psalm 9:10, 
Exodus 3:14 

• Know how He operates 

• God operates in the realm of the 
supernatural – operating in the 
unseen.  

• Know His heart for you – Matthew 10:31 

 



To trust is to: 

• Fear the Lord – Proverbs 3:7 

• Surrender and relinquish 
control 

• Acknowledge our limitations  
 



In the period of TRUSTING:  
Psalm 37:3-7  
Trust in the Lord and do good; dwell in the 
land and enjoy safe pasture. Take delight in 
the Lord, and he will give you the desires of 
your heart. Commit your way to the Lord; 
trust in him and he will do this: He will make 
your righteous reward shine like the dawn, 
your vindication like the noonday sun. Be 
still before the Lord and wait patiently for 
him; do not fret when people succeed in 
their ways, when they carry out their wicked 
schemes.  

 



In the period of TRUSTING:  Psalm 37:3-7  

• Do good (vs 3) 

• Dwell in the land (vs 3) 

• Enjoy safe pasture (vs 3) 

• Psalm 91:14 

• Delight yourself in the Lord (vs 4) 

• Commit your way to the Lord (vs 5) 

• Proverbs 16:1, 3, 9, 20) 

• Be still before the Lord (vs 7) 

• Wait patiently (vs 7) 

• Do not fret (vs 7) 

 

 



Call upon Him – He answers 
(Psalm 34:4-9) 
I sought the Lord, and he answered me; he 
delivered me from all my fears. Those who 
look to him are radiant; their faces are never 
covered with shame. This poor man called, 
and the Lord heard him; he saved him out of 
all his troubles. The angel of the Lord 
encamps around those who fear him, and he 
delivers them. Taste and see that the Lord is 
good; blessed is the one who takes refuge 
in him.
