1. “I am the bread of life”

JOHN 6:35-40 Whoever comes to me will never go 
hungry, and whoever believes in me will never be 
thirsty. But as I told you, you have seen me and still 
you do not believe. All those the Father gives me will 
come to me, and whoever comes to me I will never 
drive away. For I have come down from heaven not 
to do my will but to do the will of him who sent me. 
And this is the will of him who sent, that I shall lose 
none of all those he has given me, but raise them up 
at the last day. For my Father’s will is that everyone 
who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have 
eternal life, and I will raise them up at the last day.”

Instead, 
they put it on its stand, and it gives light to everyone 
in the house. In the same way, let your light shine 
before others, that they see your good deeds and 
glorify your Father in heaven.” 



3. “I am the door”

John 10:7-10 Therefore Jesus said again, “Very truly I 
tell you, I am the gate for the sheep. All who have 
come before me are thieves and robbers, but the 
sheep have not listened to them. I am the gate; 
whoever enters through me will be saved. They will 
come in and go out, and find pasture.  

 

V10) The thief only comes to steal and kill and 
destroy; I have come that they may have life and 
have it to the full. 



4. “I am the good shepherd” 

Jesus makes claims for Him�lf THE SEVEN “I AM” 

John 10:11 “I am the good 
shepherd. The good 
shepherd lays down his life 
for the sheep.” 

Like any good shepherd, 
Jesus will never leave you 
in your vulnerable situation. 
He will stick with you closer 
than a brother. He will carry 
you.

7. “I am the true vine” 

Jesus makes claims for Him�lf THE SEVEN “I AM” 

JOHN 15:1-8  “I am the true vine, and my Father is the gardener. He cuts off every branch 

in me that bears no fruit, while every branch that does not bear fruit he prunes so that it 

will be even more fruitful. You are already clean because of the word I have spoken to 

you. Remain in me, as I also remain in you. NO branch can bear fruit by itself; it must 

remain in the vine. Neither can you bear fruit unless you remain in me. I am the vine; you 

are the branches. If you remain in me and I in you, you will bear much fruit; apart from 

me you can do nothing. If you do not remain in me, you are like a branch that is thrown 

away and withers; 

such branches are picked up, thrown into the fire and burned. 

If you remain in me and my words remain you, ask whatever you  

wish, and it will be done for you. This is to my Father’s glory, that 

you bear much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples.”
